Act No.10 of 2003 and associated Regulations to regulate the retail sales and micro–manufacturing of 
liquor in the Eastern Cape Province. 
 
In accordance with section 35 of the Act, the ECLB holds a register of  liquor traders and micro-
manufacturers for the Eastern Cape Province and is available for public viewing at the Eastern Cape 
Liquor Board offices mentioned hereunder. In addition, the register is available online at 
www.eclb.co.za.  
 
Registered liquor traders are invited to verify their details at their nearest Eastern Cape Liquor Board 
office.  A form is available to be completed by all licenceholders wishing to update their records.
